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Estrategias de desinformacion: Fake News y Fact-Checking

La desinformacion, fendmeno definitorio de nuestro tiempo, es absolutamente transversal, imposible
de reducir a una disciplina o dmbito social concreto. Una cuestidn que forma parte de las principales
preocupaciones de las agencias de seguridad nacional de todo el mundo y que, en el ambito profesional,
plantea importantes retos de desarrollo y reorganizacion en todos los campos, desde las Relaciones
Publicas, el Periodismo, la Publicidad o el Marketing, hasta la Medicina o la Salud Publica, pasando por la
Sociologia, la Ciencia Politica, el Derecho o la Economia y la Empresa. Una crisis, abanderada por la
infodemia (Bennett y Livingston, 2018; European Comission, 2018), con efectos como la falta de
confianza en la calidad de la informacidn recibida (Van-Aelst et al., 2017), en el papel de las instituciones
publicas o privadas (Waisbord, 2018) y en la democracia en si misma (Levinsky y Ziblatt, 2019),
debilitada por los riesgos de la plataformizacién (Gerbaudo, 2019), por el uso de bots y de propaganda
computacional Woolley y Howard, 2018) asi como por la polarizacion politica (Neudert y Marshal, 2019)
y la puesta en valor de la confrontacidn permanente frente al consenso social.

En este nimero de la revista de la SEECI hacemos, por tanto, una llamada a la comunidad cientifica
iberoamericana a remitir articulos multidisciplinares que contribuyan al conocimiento global del
fenédmeno de la desinformacion, en general, y de las fake news (Wardle y Derakhshan, 2017) y el fact-
checking (Brennen et al., 2020 ; Mantzarlis, 2018; Palau-Sampio, 2018), en particular, asi como de los
avances y soluciones concretas que se estan investigando o aplicando en los diferentes paises, con una
Optica centrada en la realidad y necesidades de esta regién del mundo.

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Disinformation Strategies: Fake News and Fact-Checking

Disinformation, a defining phenomenon of our time, is absolutely transversal, impossible to reduce to a
specific discipline or social sphere. An issue that is one of the main concerns of national security
agencies around the world and that, in the professional field, poses important development and
reorganization challenges in all fields, from Public Relations, Journalism, Advertising or Marketing, to
Medicine or Public Health, through Sociology, Political Science, Law or Economics and Business. A crisis,
led by the infodemic (Bennett and Livingston, 2018; European Commission, 2018), with effects such as
the lack of confidence in the quality of the information received (Van-Aelst et al., 2017), in the role of
the public or private institutions (Waisbord, 2018) and in democracy itself (Levinsky and Ziblatt, 2019),
weakened by the risks of platformization (Gerbaudo, 2019), by the use of bots and computational
propaganda Woolley and Howard, 2018) as well as by political polarization (Neudert and Marshal, 2019)
and the enhancement of permanent confrontation in the face of social consensus.

In this issue of the SEECI journal, therefore, we make a call to the Ibero-American scientific community
to submit multidisciplinary articles that contribute to the global knowledge of the phenomenon of
disinformation, in general, and of fake news (Wardle and Derakhshan, 2017) and fact-checking (Brennen
et al., 2020; Mantzarlis, 2018; Palau-Sampio, 2018), in particular, as well as the advances and concrete
solutions that are being investigated or applied in different countries, with a view to focused on the
reality and needs of this region of the world.
